Road Rage - The victim advised that an unknown male was driving recklessly. When the victim
pulled up next to him and exchanged words the suspect pulled out a black handgun. When the
light turned green, the suspect sped off. All area checks were negative.

Theft from Auto - The victim's vehicle was broken into and several items were stolen.

Attempted Stolen Vehicle/ vandalism - The victim's blue 2013 Hyundia Elantra's rear right
windshield was shattered and ignition was damaged. V

Vandalism - The victim's black 2017 Nissan Rouge's right front window was busted out, and a
large rock was sitting on the floor.

Theft Report - A store employee reported that male suspect came into the store and stole
multiple clothing items.

Mental Health Diversion

Shoplifting - A store employee witnessed a Hispanic male steal several items and run out of the
store.

Theft from Auto -The victim's 2000 Honda Civic had several items stolen after leaving the doors
unlocked.

Vandalism - An unknown subject smashed the front passenger window of the victim's 2017
black Ford SUV, nothing was stolen from the vehicle.

Theft Report - The suspect loaded a duffle bag with shoes and clothes and left the store.

Theft from Auto - The rear tag was stolen from a parked SUV.

DUI Arrest - Officers stopped a vehicle driving with an expired registration, and upon contact
with the driver, the odor of alcohol was present. A check revealed that the driver had an
outstanding warrant and was arrested.

Stolen vehicle - the victim reported their 2019 black Chevrolet Corvette convertible was stolen.

Theft report - While at the gym the victim stated that his wallet was stolen from his locker.

Incidental - A witness stated that 2 juveniles shouted something racial. After a brief investigation
that included speaking with another witness, it was determined that the word shouted was not a
derogatory racial slur but a misheard name.

Stolen vehicle - The victim reported their 2006 BMW 750LI (MD 2CC3189) had been stolen.

Vandalism - The victim was walking out of the post office when an unknown male busted the
window out of her red Nissan Pathfinder. She yelled, and the male fled; he did not take anything
from her vehicle.

Attempted Stolen Vehicle/ Vandalism—The victim reported that the door handle lock and
ignition of their blue 2017 Kia Optima were damaged.

Fight/ Assault - Two juvenile females began to assault another female at the mall. Both were
placed into custody and processed before being released to their guardian.

Sound of Gunshots - Officers flagged down in reference to sound of gunshots. They began a
search of the area.

Gunshots - A witness stated that a blue van fired five or six shots before fleeing. An area canvas
for victims and shell casing was negative.

Stolen Vehicle - the victim reported that their 2017 tan Hyundai Elantra (MD 5FR5596) had
been stolen from the parking lot.
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Tampering - A witness observed two juvenile black males running from a vehicle that had been
damaged in a way consistent with an attempted auto theft.

Theft from Auto - The victim reported that their 2021 red Toyota Camry was broken into and had
items stolen. The front passenger-side window was smashed by a rock that was outside of the
vehicle.

Theft From Auto - the victim's white 2006 Toyota Sienna was rummaged through and items
were missing.

Theft from Auto—The victim's silver Lexus GS300 trunk was open, and all the contents of his
glove box and center console were pulled out and rummaged through. Several of the removed
items were recovered nearby in the woods.

Citizen Robbery - A group of juveniles attempted to strong-arm rob a victim but were confronted
and scared off by a neighbor. Area checks by officers located two of the suspects who were
taken into custody.

DUI Arrest - A black 2016 Chevrolet Tahoe was stationary in the roadway with its hazard lights
on. Upon contact with the driver there were open cans of beer in the center console. After
performing field sobriety testing the driver was arrested and charged with DUI.

Vandalism - The victims' 2010 Hyundai Elantra passenger window was smashed but nothing
was stolen.

Theft from Auto - The victim reported that the rear tag from his 2023 Toyota RAV4 had been
stolen.

Disorderly/Arrest - A female was in a store, creating a disturbance and yelling. She refused to
leave the premises and was taken into custody and charged with being disorderly.

All of the suspects
were banned, and the juvenile packets were completed; criminal citations and trespass forms
were attached to the case record.
