Theft from Auto - The victim's 2024 Dodge Charger was broken into. The rear passenger side
window smashed and several items were taken.

Theft from Auto - The victim's silver Hyundai Tucson was broken into. The left rear window was
busted out, and the driver's door handle was pulled off.

Break-In - Officers responded for a break-in, the grounds keeper advised the tool shed for the
HOA was broken into. The window was damaged and the lock broken; several tools were
stolen.

Citizen Robbery -The victim of the robbery stated that he just withdrew money from inside the
bank and was walking to his vehicle. He stated that two males came up to him with a handgun
and grabbed the cash that he had out of his hands.

Check on Welfare/ with Arrest - Child Protective Services

Suspicious Person - An officer on patrol observed what appeared to be an illegal drug
transaction. When he approached the subject, he ran after being told to stop, officers lost sight.
The subject was known and identified due to prior police contact. A check revealed that the
subject also has outstanding warrants.

Assault Report - The victim was approached by a man who grabbed his necklaces and
snatched them off his neck. He then punched the victim several times before fleeing the scene.
The suspect was located and identified, and an application for second-degree assault charges
was filed with the commissioner.

Theft Report - The Loss Prevention Officer advised that surveillance camera footage captured a
black male removing the security fob from the vacuum box and then taking it out of the store.

Suspicious Auto - Officers observed a 2019 White Kia Forte with a damaged rear passenger
window and ignition. After contacting the vehicle's registered owner, he advised that he was not
aware that his vehicle was missing. The vehicle was recovered before it was reported stolen.

Theft Report - The store manager stated that four (4) juvenile females entered the store and
placed merchandise in a bag before leaving.

Complaint - Officers responded for a complaint of suspicious activity by a juvenile, nothing was
found during a check of the area.

Break-In—Officers responded to a report of a breaking and entering in progress. The victim
advised that there was a knock on her glass patio door. When she went to check, the back door
was shattered, and a black male entered. The man then exited the building and fled in an
unknown direction.

Stolen Vehicle - The victim reported that her rented car from Zipcar Inc. was stolen.

Loss
Prevention stopped the individual, who was ultimately arrested for the theft of merchandise. All
items were recovered by the store.

The
owner didn't know that the vehicile had been stolen. Didpatch sent out a look-out for the car and
a short time later the county police discovered the same vehicle trying to steal other vehicles.
The juvenile occupants jumped out and ran but one was apprehended and the stolen vehicle
was recovered.

Accident/ DUI Arrest—Officers were dispatched for a reported single-vehicle crash. When they
arrived, they observed a 2017 silver Infiniti facing the curb with airbags deployed. The roadway
marks/ evidence from the vehicle showed that it drove across and over several lanes and
medians before it stopped.

The driver, who smelled of alcohol, stated he had a 6 pack around midnight. The driver agreed
to submit to a field sobriety test and was placed under arrest for DUl based on the results.

Vandalism - The victim stated that when she woke up, the rear storm door on her house was
broken.

Theft Report - Officers met with the Loss Prevention Officer, who advised that he observed a
black male select items from the location and exit without purchasing them. The theft was
captured by the surveillance cameras.

Theft Report - The store manager advised that a Hispanic male came into the store and put
several items into a reusable shopping bag and left the store.

Theft Report - A witness advised that a black female entered the location and stole
merchandise, she fled in a silver Hyundai.

Stolen Vehicle—The victim reported that his gray 2019 KIA Optima (TX STX7770) had been
stolen from a parking spot in front of his family's residence

Vandalism - The victim discovered that her vehicle's door handle had been broken off.

Vandalism - A witness observed a male pushing a shopping cart into the glass at the front
entrance causing the door to break.
